REGULAR MEETING

October 20, 2008

PRESENT: Mayor Treutlein, Trustees Appleton, Benedict, Hollister and Robinson, Building Inspector Williams, Superintendent Stearns and Clerk Hoffmeister

Mayor Treutlein presided.

Meeting was opened with a salute to the flag.

Minutes of previous meeting of October 6, 2008 were approved as submitted by photocopy.

POLICE DEPARTMENT PERSONNEL – Received Letter of Resignation from Part-time Police Officer John Button effective immediately.

COMMUNITY AFFAIRS – Sent Letter of Support for the WNY Performance Center to owner Paul Penner.

BUILDING PERMITS – The following permit applications were submitted as approved by Building Inspector Williams:

Building Inspector Williams informed the Board that the Genesee Grill demolition project has begun and should be completed in 4 or 5 days.

A sandwich sign has been placed on the sidewalk in front of the Stork Exchange and has not been approved.  Building Inspector Williams will contact the owner to inform her of the proper procedure to receive approval.

PUBLIC WORKS PROGRESS REPORT:  STREETS – Swept streets, excavating for water services and main line tie in on Short St, excavated for sanitary sewer lateral on Short St, replaced sanitary sewer line on Rt 19 near Wyoming County Community Hospital, cut down a dead Maple tree at the Village Park, relocated drainage gutters on the maintenance building at the Village Park, replaced missing shingles on the Stearns Pavilion, chipped brush, picked up bagged leaves, replaced brake lines on Truck 283, pulled out the shrubs in front of the Legion Hall and sealed cracks on the tennis court.  PARK – Cleaned Legion Hall, mulched leaves and mowed the grass and dragged ball fields.  WATER DISTRIBUTION – Daily checks and stakeouts, daily samples of chlorine taken in the NWD, flushing 6” main water line on Short St, sample for bacteria taken on Short St-clear, installed water services on Short St, tied in main from Short St at Livingston St and read meter books E,F,G & H.  WASTERWATER FACILITY – Daily tests and maintenance, monthly samples and reports, septage discharged to date 101,500 gallons, disposed of 32.53 tons of sludge, sludge drawn off to date 82,000 gallons and maintenance performed on the Industrial Park pump station. INFORMATION – Installation of the new water main and services on Short St has been completed.  Mr Towner was contacted concerning painting of fire hydrants.  I have yet to hear back from him.  Highlighted items of concern in the Superintendents report, copied and gave to Chief Blythe. An attempt was made to put one more fire alarm in operation.  I have spoken with Ralph Millen concerning this issue.  If he can purchase the parts, the Village will install them.  WATER TREATMENT PLANT – Daily tests were performed and all results recorded, daily maintenance was performed and adjustments made as needed, power generator is testing successfully, are drawing water directly from creek supply, have been making repairs to the stone structure in the reservoir that houses the intake strainers, sampled the raw water for the new LT2 sampling requirements and have received the results, scraped and painted the 2 reservoir recirculation pumps and repaired lower deck floor and power washed it.
